THEORETICAL ISSUES OF THE STUDY OF A NEW MODEL OF
PUBLIC MANAGEMENT

Abstract. The purpose of the theoretical paper is to present and discuss
the evolution of the adoption of a New Public Governance agenda improving
management, accountability, transparency, public participation, integrity and
quality of public services. Derived from existing literature, the discourse
surrounding the implementation of a modern public administration program
is deemed both unique and pertinent in comprehending the shifts occurring
within public administration. The outcomes of these discussions indicate a
direct correlation between the development of public sector management and
the public's expectations for enhanced governance, transparency, accountability,
broader public involvement, and the quality of public services. The findings of
the study show that new public management manifests promises in meeting
public policy and service needs in a more democratic and transparent manner
at a lower cost. These changes impact the functioning of government and public
administration, which opens the chances to new ideas in public management
theories and public sector management strategies.

This article explores how freedom of expression acts as a pivotal
political value, shaping the trajectory of Kazakhstan's democratic aspirations.

The study addresses several key questions, including the fundamental value
of freedom of expression globally, historical, and political background and
current situation with freedom of expression in Kazakhstan. By investigating
these elements, the study aims to fill a gap in the current literature and contribute
to a better understanding of the context in which freedom of speech has been
developing in Kazakhstan.

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Introduction

The importance of free speech in political philosophy has been discussed and
debated for a very long time. The right to express one's thoughts, opinions, and
beliefs without interference or repression is commonly understood as free speech.
Because it enables people to engage in public discourse and to question accepted
ideas and beliefs, this right is regarded as being fundamental in democratic
societies. The right to free speech is unquestionably a fundamental human right.

Habermas, a media and democracy theorist, emphasizes the importance
of the media as a forum for democratic debate and civil dialogue. The media,
according to Habermas, play an important role in creating a public sphere in
which citizens may engage in open and inclusive discussions about social issues
contributing to the continual process of developing a more just and progressive
society [1]. However, the idea of free speech extends beyond the act of expressing
oneself to include the critical component of participation in open dialogues. The
fundamental worth of freedom of expression is found in its potential to allow
the search and finding of truth. This can only be accomplished if individuals are
permitted to openly express their thoughts while simultaneously subjecting those
opinions to critical scrutiny and discussion.

Freedom of speech serves as the foundation of democracy, a system of
governance that prioritizes individual liberties and safeguards the rights of all
minority groups. It provides individuals with the utmost freedom to express their
thoughts, opinions, and ideas, while also serving as a vital protection for diverse
viewpoints within society. However, in an increasing number of countries, this
fundamental freedom is facing significant threats and challenges, while in other
nations, authorities persistently push its boundaries to determine its limits.

Following the dissolution of the Soviet Union in 1991, the post-communist
countries including the Central Asian region witnessed the emergence of five
independent countries. This transition to independence raised hopes for the
establishment of democratic systems and the promotion of civil society, including
press freedom, in the region.

Methodology

Literature Review: Conduct a review of existing literature on fundamental
approaches to freedom of expression in political philosophy; analyze the impact
of communism on the political landscape and free speech in post-communist
countries; examine scholarly articles, reports, and legal documents related to
freedom of expression in Kazakhstan. This will provide a theoretical foundation
and help identify gaps in current knowledge.

By employing these methods this research aims to provide a comprehensive
understanding of the nature and value of freedom of expression for democratic
society and most importantly the state of freedom of expression in Kazakhstan
and its underlying factors.

Traditional concepts of freedom of expression
Freedom of expression, which is a fundamental human right, refers to people's
capacity to state their opinions without hindrance from others or government
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censorship. Major democracies acknowledge the significance of the right to
freedom of expression in functioning democratically.

The very first legal and political ideas underlying the concept of free speech
in contemporary understanding trace to the notion of a ‘marketplace of ideas.’
The traditional marketplace theory emphasizes the harm of any authoritatively
imposed truth and assumes that truth is discovered through competition with a
false narrative [2]. The idea of a ‘marketplace of ideas’ dates back to the late
19th century and has been widely discussed and analyzed in the literature.
‘Marketplace of ideas’ is the concept that regards ideas and opinions as goods
and services in a marketplace where they are freely expressed, discussed, and
tested. This theory contends that the discovery of truth will result from the open
discussion of divergent viewpoints in a fair marketplace.

Many academics have discussed and examined the marketplace of ideas
concept in literature, assessing its value as a framework for comprehending
the function of speech and the media in society. Some argue that a democratic
society should be modeled after the marketplace of ideas, where everyone’s
opinions are valued equally, and the truth will eventually prevail. Others contend
that the marketplace of ideas is a flawed theory because it makes the erroneous
assumptions that all ideas are equally valid and that there is a competitive market
for ideas.

Lucas A. Powe Jr. argues the marketplace of ideas theory in his work Free
Speech Now. Although the free exchange of ideas is not ideal, according to Powe,
it is the finest form of democracy since it recognizes all perspectives equally
and allows the truth to emerge over time [3]. The notion holds that all false
beliefs will ultimately be disproven, and the truth will triumph. The marketplace
of ideas works like a competition in which ideas are questioned, argued, and
criticized, with the best ideas rising to the top. This theory holds that a plurality
of viewpoints and ideas leads to a richer and more educated society. According
to him, despite its drawbacks, the marketplace of ideas remains a key foundation
of democracy, allowing people to express themselves without fear of censorship
or coercion [4]. This approach comes from the fundamental assumption that all
untruthful ideas will be debunked eventually.

Weissberg discusses the positivistic nature of the marketplace and its flaws. The
positivistic marketplace, according to him is not a universal method for settling
conflicts since there are normative disputes which rarely may be resolved through
informed discussion. Differences in values are at the root of many disputes [5].
Furthermore, the statement implies that many disputes in the marketplace of ideas
are frequently fueled by differences in value systems. Values are complicated
multilayered and subjective concept and can differ greatly between individuals
and social groups. Finding consensus through purely objective measures can
be difficult when conflicting views arise because of opposing values. This
demonstrates the shortcomings of a positivistic approach to resolving disputes
in the free market of ideas. Another critique of the marketplace doctrine is
underlined by Baker who emphasizes personal experience factors. According to
him, diversity and conflict are likely to continue as long as people have different
experiences, as there is little guarantee that any society can have a consensus
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on what is “true” [6]. In other words, in societies with diverse experiences and
viewpoints, there will always be clashes of ideas and conflict since individuals
see the world through an array of polarizing filters like upbringing, culture,
beliefs, and personal experiences. Therefore, it can be difficult for a society to
reach a consensus on what is regarded as ‘true’ or factual.

Cass R. Sunstein presents a more balanced and thoughtful understanding of
the marketplace of ideas, recognizing both its advantages and disadvantages.
For instance, according to Sunstein, despite having the potential to be a strong
positive force, the marketplace of ideas can also be used to legitimize harmful
ideas [7]. In other words, open debate does not guarantee the victory of the best
ideas and concepts. It may also serve well in protecting dangerous and damaging
initiatives and ideologies if presented the right way.

In the process of development of freedom of expression, the legal practice of
democratic countries plays an important role. There is a number of fundamentally
important legal cases and legislation in the American law practice. The First
Amendment of the US Constitution guarantees Freedom of speech for people in
the US. Internationally, the First Amendment is regarded as important. First of
all, The First Amendment aids in advancing democracy in the United States, a
global leader, and a trendsetter country. Second of all, The First Amendment is
frequently used as inspiration by other nations attempting to safeguard freedom
of speech and expression. Similar clauses have been incorporated into the
constitutions of numerous nations, and the US continues to serve as an example
for those working to advance free speech. Courts in numerous jurisdictions
have emphasized the importance of freedom of expression. However, it was the
American Supreme Court which in 1919 ruled out the most prominent legal case
establishing the framework of the contemporary freedom of expression concept.
The United States Abraham v United States US (1919) [8], per Holmes J. is
considered one of the most important cases in the theory and practice of the First
Amendment to the Constitution of the US.

During World War I, Russian immigrants in the United States disseminated
pamphlets calling for a general strike in munitions industries in order to damage
the American war effort. The leaflets denounced the sending of American troops
to Russia and advocated for the cessation of the production of weapons to be
used against "Workers Soviets of Russia". The defendants were convicted for
violating the Espionage Act, and the Supreme Court upheld their conviction in
the case of Abrams v. United States. The Court held that the propaganda posed
a danger to the war effort and met the standard for prosecuting attempted crimes
established in Schenck v. United States. Justice Holmes dissented, arguing that
the leaflets did not meet the "clear and present danger" test and that protections
on speech should not be curtailed unless there is a present danger of immediate
evil or the defendant intends to create such a danger.

Holmes believed that the Constitution supports a "free trade" of ideas,
where the best test of truth is through open discussion and debate. He argued
that individuals who believe they are right should not impose their beliefs on
others through law. Holmes believed that the government should only regulate
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expression if it poses an imminent threat to the lawful purpose of the law. Later
cases, including Brandenburg v. Ohio [9], expanded on Holmes's theory of
free speech and established the incitement test, which protects dissent speech
advocating unlawful conduct, as long as it does not pose an imminent threat.

Healy outlines the way U.S. Supreme Court Justice Oliver Wendell Holmes
transitioned from defending the criminalization of controversial speech to writing
a dissenting opinion that was a revolution in thinking and “gave birth to the
modern era of the First Amendment, in which the freedom to express oneself is
our preeminent constitutional value and a defining national trait” [10].

The 1919 case of Abraham v. United States is particularly notable worldwide
because it provides a pioneering example of the difficult balance between the
right to free expression and the state's interest in safeguarding national security.

Conditions shaping in post-communist countries in Central and Eastern
Europe and post-soviet space

The Soviet Union, which collapsed thirty years ago, is still the subject of
continuous disputes and arguments over its history. While perspectives regarding
the USSR differ, it is universally acknowledged that the Soviet governance
system was undoubtedly autocratic. Even after the Soviet Union disintegrated,
many governments that formed from its ruins underwent modifications to adapt
to changing conditions.

The introduction of liberalization policies in the post-communist space after
the dissolution of the Soviet Union set in motion a series of changes aimed at
promoting political openness and democratization. However, despite these efforts,
the process of democratization has not reached its desired outcome. The reason
for this incomplete transition lies in the insufficient strength and consistency of
the popular forces necessary to establish a stable democratic order. Without a
strong and unified popular movement, old practices that linger from the past have
not been fully dismantled.

Government system transitions after Communism

The post-Soviet space is a developing socio-cultural community. Despite their
political differences, the post-Soviet space countries all have a shared historical
and cultural history as former Soviet republics. This heritage is based on the
Soviet-era political, economic, and social structures, which continue to affect
the region to this day. Many facets of life in post-Soviet nations, including their
political systems, economics, and social and cultural traditions, bear the imprint
of Soviet authority.

Throughout the Soviet Union's existence, the Communist Party of the Soviet
Union (CPSU) was important in creating the country's political framework.
The CPSU wielded enormous authority and control over the nation's political
and ideological affairs as the official political party. The influence of the party
stretched to the highest levels of state authority, which evolved with time.

Until 1938, the primary governing bodies were the All-Union Congress of
Soviets and the Central Executive Committee of the USSR. These institutions
were in charge of determining major national decisions and policies. Following
that, the Supreme Soviet of the USSR and the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of
the USSR took over as the highest organs of state authority from 1938 until 1988.
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These groups were in charge of enacting legislation, monitoring government
operations, and expressing the Soviet people's interests.

A substantial shift occurred in the Soviet political landscape during Mikhail
Gorbachev's perestroika phase in the 1980s. The new ruling body was the
Congress of People's Deputies of the USSR. This institution has a more diversified
membership, including non-party members and individuals from several political
factions. It seeks to implement political changes and promote a more participative
political climate.

Brown underlines, that the introduction of bold democratization measures
and a new foreign policy by the Soviet Union in 1988 and their subsequent
implementation in the first half of 1989 had unintended consequences in Eastern
Europe. Rather than stabilizing the region, these measures actually led to
increased unrest and instability. However, they also provided a renewed sense of
hope for countries like Poland and Hungary, stimulating national assertiveness
and paving the way for the election of candidates with nationalist leanings in
certain Soviet republics. Simultaneously, the democratization process had
unintended consequences, as it exposed the complexities and fault lines within
the Soviet Union itself. The rise of candidates with nationalist leanings in Soviet
republics further highlighted the tensions between different national identities
and aspirations within the larger Soviet framework.

The Kremlin's decision to dismantle the Communist system in the Soviet
Union had a spill-over effect on Eastern Europe. The changes in the Soviet
Union influenced the political landscape of Eastern European countries, leading
to similar calls for democratization and reform. This circular flow of influence,
as aptly described by political scientist Archie Brown, meant that the actions
taken by the Soviet Union in promoting democratization had a reciprocal effect
on Eastern Europe, ultimately contributing to the breakdown of the USSR itself.
While the democratization measures initially generated hope and aspirations for
change in Eastern Europe, the unintended consequences of this process resulted
in a complex interplay of influences. The nationalist sentiments and assertiveness
that emerged in certain Soviet republics added further pressure to the already
fragile Soviet Union, ultimately accelerating its disintegration [11].

The transition to democracy in the post-Soviet space faced significant
challenges. Explaining the reasons for the failure of the transition to democracy,
Nisnevich and Ryabov notice that by the late 1990s, several post-Soviet
states experienced a rollback of the market and democratic reforms that had
previously been initiated. This reversal can be attributed to two interconnected
reasons, according to them. Firstly, they explain that the post-Soviet states
faced a profound societal crisis that affected the entire region. Unlike Central
and Eastern European countries, where the fall of communist regimes in 1989
was preceded by a "revolution of values" in the mass consciousness, leading
them towards the path of democracy, the Soviet Union experienced a different
trajectory [12]. Apart from the Baltic Republics, there was no similar widespread
rejection of the socialist system at the level of values. Only a small segment of
the intellectual elite recognized the historical futility of the socialist system. On
the other hand, a significant portion of the population harbored dissatisfaction
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with the existing social order for different reasons. The system increasingly failed
to meet their consumer needs, exacerbating their discontent. As a result, there
was a growing sense of disillusionment and frustration among the population,
leading to weakened support for democratic reforms.

Civil society delayed transformation

The communist regime put immense effort to eliminate independent social
subjects and to ensure control over the population. This included the suppression
of civil society organizations, including trade unions, religious groups, and non-
governmental organizations.

Nisnevich and Ryabov also agree that civil society failed to grow and prosper
in the Soviet Union due to the nature of the totalitarian government, which
rigorously monitored and regulated all elements of public life. The repressive
governmentization of society made it difficult for autonomous civic groups and
movements to emerge. However, they add that the lack of solidarity-driven civic
actions and movements confronting the government demonstrated the absence
of civil society. According to scholars, the prevalent paternalistic attitude among
broad sectors of the populace was a fundamental contributor to the Soviet Union's
lack of civil society. Many people saw the government as the principal supplier
and distributor of material riches, and they relied on it to meet their needs. In
other words, they suggest that this reliance on the government as the primary
supplier weakened citizens' motivation and initiative to actively participate in
civic engagement and take responsibility for their own affairs. Furthermore,
the paternalistic mentality encouraged obedience and adaption to government
measures. People were more likely to accept and adapt to government policies,
decisions, and actions than to challenge or question them. Because there was a
lack of critical involvement and autonomous civic efforts, this apathy and desire
to cooperate with authority undermined the establishment of an independent civil
society.

The limited influence of civil society during the communist era and its aftermath
has often been identified as a factor constraining its impact on democratization.
This viewpoint has traditionally relied on the Tocquevillian notion that a robust
civil society contributes to the strength of democracy. Additionally, it has been
rooted in a normative perception of civil society as a source of liberal ideas and
values, as well as a domain characterized by civility and tolerance [13].

The weak civil society in post-communist countries has significant
implications for the democratic transition and consolidation processes. Civil
society organizations are essential for providing a voice to diverse societal
interests, fostering public debate, and holding governments accountable. Their
absence or limited influence can result in a lack of pluralism, and diminished
citizen participation.

The relationship between civil society and free speech is fundamentally
intertwined, as the flourishing of civil society depends on the presence and
protection of freedom of expression. This is what makes civil society an important
element and prerequisite for free speech.

Unrestricted media is extremely important in democratic nations since it is
a necessary condition for developing democratic dialogue between citizens and
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the government. Its role is more than just a component of political democracy;
it is essential to the overall functioning of democratic participatory governance.
Horowitz states, that communication, in this view, serves as a uniting factor
that links and promotes the operation of various key aspects inside modern
democracies. Unrestricted media serves as a medium for the open flow of
information, ideas, and opinions in democratic countries. It gives a venue for
residents to express their opinions, express their concerns, and engage in public
debate [14].

The Present State of Freedom of Expression in Kazakhstan

The collapse of the media system in the Soviet Union following the state's
dissolution had far-reaching consequences that continue to shape the socio-
political landscape of many former Soviet countries. While the formal structures
of state-controlled media disintegrated, the legacy of the Soviet era has left a
lasting impact on the media landscape in these nations.

The Republic of Kazakhstan's Constitution emphasizes the importance of
media freedom and itsrole inreflecting democratic societal processes. [t recognizes
the need for media freedom to operate independently and deliver information
to the people. However, despite formal legal acknowledgment of freedom of
information, there are constraints and obstacles in converting this constitutional
principle into practical terms that assure its successful implementation.

According to the Reporters Without Borders (RSF) World Press Freedom
Index for 2023, Kazakhstan is ranked 134 out of 180 countries [15]. This ranking
indicates that Kazakhstan's press freedom situation is evaluated relatively low
compared to other countries worldwide. Similarly, Freedom House's Freedom
in the World report for 2022 ranks Kazakhstan at 23 out of 100, which reflects
a relatively low score in terms of political rights and civil liberties [16]. These
rankings highlight the concerns and challenges related to press freedom in
Kazakhstan.

According to Muminova, despite the transition from the Soviet era to the
post-Soviet period, certain characteristics persisted in the mass media landscape
of many post-communist countries. [17].

Conclusion

The fundamental value of freedom of expression on a global scale is
acknowledged as a cornerstone of democracy, prompting an exploration into
the extent of its constraints in Kazakhstan. The research identifies and analyzes
various factors contributing to these restrictions, emphasizing the role of
development of civil society in curtailing freedom of expression.

In conclusion, the current state of freedom of expression in Kazakhstan reflects
a complex interplay of historical legacies, legal frameworks, and contemporary
challenges. The collapse of the Soviet Union dismantled formal structures of
state-controlled media, but the enduring influence of the Soviet era continues to
shape the media landscape in Kazakhstan and other post-communist countries.

The analysis not only contributes to bridging gaps in existing literature but also
lays the groundwork for understanding the multifaceted barriers to democratic
development in the country.
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REGULATION OF FINANCING OF ONLINE ELECTION
CAMPAIGNS: INTERNATIONAL PRACTICE
AND ELECTIONS IN KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract. This study attempts to identify the extent to which current legislation
on electoral campaigning is effective in addressing digital forms of campaigning.
Ensuring that all forms of campaigning by political parties and candidates adheres
to principles of transparency and equality is instrumental in preserving the integrity
of elections. The data used for this research includes the analysis of legislation from
the European Union, the United Kingdom, the United States and Canada. Research
also uses data on campaign advertising regulation introduced in the run-up to the
2023 parliamentary elections in Kazakhstan. Evidence suggests that legislation has
been slow to respond to ever evolving forms of digital campaigning. In the context
of Kazakhstan, while certain improvements have been introduced in legislation, it
mostly relates to extending existing norms aimed at traditional campaign tools (TV
and print media). As such, it is insufficient in addressing some of the bigger concerns
related to financial accountability during elections. Given the latest developments in
technology as it is used in political context, more measures are required for proper
regulation.

Introduction

The use of digital technologies has become widespread in many aspects of
political life in recent years. In the future, it is highly probable that the use of
technology will continue to grow at an ever increasing pace. The political use of
technology becomes especially relevant in the context of election campaigns. Data
on campaign spending by political candidates has shown significant growth in the
share of digital advertising (including targeted advertising) in overall campaign
spending over the past 10 years, and this growth is projected to continue [1]. The
many benefits of online campaigns include lower costs compared to traditional
advertising, access to content personalization, and the ability to make faster
adjustments based on real-time data analytics [2].

In this regard, there are concerns about the regulation of this form of political
campaigning and the costs of it. Ensuring that it complies with election laws is
important to maintaining the fairness and integrity of elections, in which every
voter has access to the same information and can make their own choices without
physical or, in the case of online technologies, psychological pressure.

Various countries are seeking to introduce measures to regulate the use of
digital advertising campaigns, in some cases taking advantage of restrictions
placed on pre-existing campaigning methods. However, the characteristics of
digital advertising mean that it is not enough to simply expand the existing rules
used for traditional forms of advertising onto online campaign tools, and that
new and broader measures are needed [3].

This article provides a comparative analysis of current innovations in the
legislative regulation of online campaigning expenditure in countries and
organizations such as the UK, Canada, the USA and the EU. The article also draws
on an analysis of legislation in Kazakhstan, including the 2023 amendments to the
Constitutional Law “On Elections” aimed at regulating online campaigning, along
with other relevant legislation. The paper will analyze the extent to which current
legislation has succeeded in regulating the costs of online campaigning. The
results suggest that existing norms for regulating traditional forms of campaigning
(television and printed materials) are insufficient for online campaigning and that
election regulation must occur in the context of more comprehensive measures
to regulate the digital environment. More advanced measures, however, come
with their own inherent shortcomings, and thus further deliberation and research
on this subject is necessary.

Methodology

The paper analyzes existing legislation, most notably national laws on election
that relates to terms and conditions of electoral campaign financing. Presented
cases of online campaign financing and its regulation by institutions responsible
for national elections include the United States, the United Kingdom, the European
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Union and Canada. The paper also analyzes the recent amendments to electoral
legislation and regulations of use of digital technologies in Kazakhstan. These
include the Law “On Elections in the Republic of Kazakhstan”, the Law “On
Online Platforms and Online Advertising”, as well as the Law “On Personal
Data and Their Protection”.

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Research results

Global trend in financing online campaigning. Spending on online
campaigning has increased in recent years, especially over the past decade. In 2015
alone expenditure in developed countries reached 30-40% of overall campaign
spending (Fig. 1), and since then the positive trend in their growth has steadily
continued [4]. For instance, in the run-up to the 2020 US presidential elections,
candidates spent about $1.6 billion on online campaigning, mainly on advertising
on Facebook and Google, which is 2 times higher than in 2017-2018 [5].

The case of general elections in the UK demonstrates how spending on digital
information campaigns has increased manifold, reaching 42.8% of total election
campaign spending in 2017 (Fig. 2) [6]. In just two years, British political parties
have increased their spending on Facebook and Google ads more than three times,
from £4.3 million in 2017 to approximately £14.5 million in 2019 [7].

The growing use of technology by political parties to promote their candidates
is certainly related to the increased use of technology by voters. On the one hand,
growth is driven by increasing access to digital technologies for large sections of
the population. According to the Pew Research Center, nearly half of U.S. adults
follow news on social media at least periodically. 70% of US adults use Facebook,
and 82% use YouTube. The share of people who receive news through TikTok
has increased significantly: from 22% in 2020 to 33% in 2022 [8].

On the other hand, an ever increasing share of Generation Z, who are active
users of social networks and digital resources, are reaching voting age. Initial
observation of recent electoral campaigns, such as the 2022 US midterms election
suggest that members of this generation are more active compared to previous
generations at the same age [9]. Moreover, members of Generation Z are much
more active users of social media compared to older generations, including as a
source of news and a means of political expression [10].

It should be noted that the increase in spending on digital campaigning is
accompanied by a simultaneous decrease in the cost of technology. Another
factor is a continuing increase in efficacy of technology compared to traditional
forms of campaigning. This means that spending of a certain amount on online
campaigning can be much more effective than equivalent spending on traditional
campaigning methods.

One of the benefits of online campaign tools is more advanced targeting
capabilities. This means that technology can transmit personalized information
to a specific category of people based on their place of residence, age, gender
and other demographic characteristics. The scope of targeting is a subject of
continuing debate, such as the extent to which candidates can incorporate political
views of their target demographic in their targeting algorithm.

Use of online resources also has the advantage of statistics and analytics that
are updated in real time. Candidates and political parties can almost immediately
monitor the effectiveness and success of certain campaign materials, slogans
and statements soon after their release. This allows them to adjust their election
campaign messaging based on feedback and increase the effectiveness of their
campaigning. In this regard, online resources are much more effective and
resource-efficient compared to traditional forms of campaigning on TV, print
media and handouts.

Studies have noted the presence of a positive effect of online campaigning on
voter participation in elections and their turnout on election day [11]. In addition,
a successful online election campaign can have a positive impact on the chances
of candidates or parties to win the election. According to research, the victory
of the Conservative Party in the 2019 general elections in the UK occurred,
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among other things, thanks to the successful campaigning of party candidates on
Facebook [8]. A study of the 2018 presidential election in Brazil notes a positive
correlation between the number of followers on candidates' Instagram pages, the
level of engagement and feedback from followers (engagement), and the election
outcome [12]. Also, despite accusations of disinformation and other alleged
violations of the law, it is important to note the impact that online campaigns
had on the results of the 2016 presidential election in the United States and the
2016 referendum in the UK to leave the European Union.

Online campaigning is notable because its legal status is not yet fully defined
and codified in many countries. In cases where certain measures have started to
take place, legislation has not kept up the pace with rapid changes in technology.
Electoral legislation in particular fails to take into account the increasing level of
involvement of both voters and political actors in the online space. It is possible to
argue that there is a consensus in many countries regarding the need to regulate
online campaigning. However, there is no consensus on the exact regulatory
measures that are necessary to do it efficiently [2].

Risks of lack of regulation. It is important to identify the risks of insufficient
regulation of online campaign spending. For instance, the growing costs of online
campaigning have the greatest impact on transparency, which is one of the key
characteristics of legitimate elections. A key problem in providing information
on online spending in countries around the world (including Kazakhstan) is
that election commissions still do not fully collect data on digital campaign
spending. In the absence of a requirement of mandatory reporting of spending,
candidates will be incentivized not to declare how much they spent on digital
campaigning. Such an attitude would violate basic principles of transparency,
since the public is unaware of how and where candidates focus their online
campaigns. This is especially concerning if one takes into account the extent to
which digital campaigning is cost-effective, meaning that even a modest spending
by a candidate can have a significant impact on turnout and election results.

In the absence of proper regulation, online campaigning also provides an
opportunity for third parties to finance the election campaign or conduct it
themselves. This is especially problematic if such third parties are not directly
associated with political parties and candidates. Even if proper legislation is
put forth to regulate the online activity of political parties and candidates in the
election season, it might not prevent non-political actors from influencing the
voters.

Along with this, due to the presence of targeted advertising, candidates
from parties with a radical ideology and agenda can mobilize their electorate.
Among other issues, they might engage in promoting controversial and politically
problematic issues. This may have a positive effect on turnout, but it also leads
to ideological polarization and division among the population. At the same time,
attempts to regulate and limit such information in order to reduce polarization can
have the opposite effect and lead to further division in society, as research shows.

Finally, low costs of online campaign tools make them more attractive to use
outside of the election season. This is identified in the literature as ‘permanent
campaign’, whereby candidates engage in campaign-like activities even during
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non-election periods [13]. In the case of an elected official, such a need to engage
in campaign-like activities while in office has the evident risk of distracting him
or her from direct responsibilities of the position. On the other hand, failing
to engage in permanent campaigning could take the advantage away from the
incumbent and empower his or her challengers in solidifying their positions
during the election period.

Taking into account these risks, countries are taking measures to improve
legal requirements for the use of digital technologies in election campaigns.
Some of the international practices in selected states are provided hereinafter.

Discussion of results. International practice of regulation of online campaign
spending. In the US, the Federal Election Commission (FEC) is responsible for
regulating the election process nationwide. However, each state determines its
own procedures for conducting elections at the local level. If questions arise
regarding certain aspects of election activities, the FEC issues an advisory
opinion. Regarding financial reporting, candidates in federal elections are required
to report their expenses and collections to election funds, including expenses for
online campaigning [14].

In the past, the FEC experienced difficulties with determining whether certain
instances of online advertising should be designated as campaign material. The
source of dispute frequently was the size of the advertisement (in the case of
small posts on social networks or a short advertising link), the owner of the
advertisement (the candidate himself or third parties) and the extent to which
regulation affects the right to freedom of speech and political expression in the
online environment. The latter is particularly relevant given that a key regulatory
challenge is the attempt to reconcile the scope of regulation and the provision of
freedom of expression for political candidates.

At the moment, according to the advisory opinions of the FEC, any campaign
material published on social media must have an appropriate disclosure as such.
Additional requirements were introduced through a 2018 advisory opinion
requiring campaign advertising on Facebook to be appropriately labeled, though
the reach of this advisory opinion is rather limited [15]. Requirements for
campaigning by third parties who are not directly involved in the candidates’
election campaign remain underdeveloped. Compliance with this rule is
mandatory for traditional methods of campaigning on TV and in print media,
but in the case of online content there are no similar requirements.

Another important trend in regulating online campaigning in the United States
is addressing the issue of transparency. Tech companies such as Meta, Google and
Twitter (until 2019 in the case of the latter) took the initiative after insufficient
control of campaigning on their platforms during the 2016 presidential election
led to the dissatisfaction of the government and Congress. Both companies
organized an archive of personalized advertisements, including those used as
part of an election campaign. Company archives provide access to a large store
of data over a long period of time. For example, Facebook stores all types of
personalized advertising for 7 years. However, due to the fact that these measures
are an initiative of the tech companies rather than a requirement of government
agencies, the archives do not provide comprehensive data. They are mostly limited
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to aggregation of approximate data on spending on online campaigning [16]. As
such, this initiative is an important step in ensuring transparency, but requires
further development on behalf of the authorities.

The case of the United States demonstrates that regulation of certain materials
published online by laws and regulations is a complex issue. Issues of concern
include the characteristics of political advertising, who advertises them, the extent
of regulation, as well as transparency.

The most detailed legislation regarding regulation of the online environment
has been developed by the European Union. The EU has one of the most detailed
laws to protect the personal data of its citizens, the General Data Protection
Regulation (GDPR), developed by the European Council and the European
Parliament and adopted in 2016. GDPR strengthens the pre-existing Convention
108 on the protection of the right to privacy by extending its application to the
online environment. Together, these two laws define particularly stringent rules
regarding the use of data for political campaigning [17].

The most important provision is the recognition of the user as the final owner
of all his or her data on the Internet. This approach requires mandatory obtaining
of the user’s consent to process user data, including for the purposes of political
targeting. GDPR includes specific provisions concerning the category of sensitive
data, which includes, among other things, the political views of EU citizens. As a
general rule, the use of sensitive data is limited and, in most cases, prohibited. For
this reason, political parties and candidates have fewer useful targeting options
at their disposal. This means that they are less interested in spending on online
advertising. This enables indirect control over the costs of online campaigning.

Despite fairly developed and strict regulation, the EU and most of its member
states do not define specific measures for reporting expenditure on online political
campaigning. Regulation of online campaigning spending remains fragmented
across EU member states. The level of regulation ranges from a complete ban
on any form of online campaigning for six months before elections in France, to
no requirements for online campaigning in the Netherlands.

Therefore, EU legislation defines strict data protection requirements. However,
there is no uniform standard for ensuring transparency in the financing of online
election campaigning.

In the UK, the Electoral Commission is responsible for enforcing campaign
finance laws and regulations. The Transparency in Lobbying, Nonpartisan
Campaigning, and Union Governance Act of 2014 introduced new rules for
third-party organizations (non-partisans) participating in election campaigning,
including participation through spending on online advertising. The law requires
these organizations to register with the Electoral Commission if they plan to spend
more than £20,000 on campaigning, including online, in England and £10,000 in
Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland during an election campaign [6].

The UK government has also initiated the gathering of data on campaign
spending by parties and candidates on Facebook and Google. This initiative was
implemented in anticipation of the 2019 general elections. The reason for this was
a series of controversies related to party campaigning in the 2017 elections, as
well as Cambridge Analytica’s interference in the 2016 United Kingdom European
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Union membership referendum. Also, as in the case in the United States, the data
provided by Meta and Google are approximate and do not reflect the detailed
picture of all online campaign spending [7].

The UK Electoral Commission has also made recommendations to ensure
transparency in digital election campaigns. Recommendations include providing
more detailed reporting on online campaigning expenses, though it is not
mandatory. At the moment, parties and candidates themselves determine how
much detailed information they provide to the commission. The recommendation
sets out more stringent requirements regarding the content of campaigning,
targeted regions of the country and the amount of campaign expenses. However,
there are limited actions to set out codified requirements for political parties
and candidates. Among recommendations that have been introduced as law is
a requirement to include an imprint on online political advertisements, which
does not include spending information. This provides limited transparency since
detailed information about the extent of funding is still not fully available to the
public.

Elections Canada, which reports to Parliament, is responsible for enforcing
campaign finance laws and regulations in Canada. Minor changes regarding
online campaigning were made to the Election Law in 2018. Candidates must
mark campaign videos as “election advertising,” third-party organizations must
also declare their affiliation with the election campaign, and a limit is set on
election expenses.

These changes are limited in nature and apply to a small amount of online
content, largely covering republication of material previously published on
television or in print. In previous years, Elections Canada and Canadian courts
have ruled that social media posts are primarily a tool of self-expression rather
than a method of political campaigning. As a result, regulation of online
campaigning in Canada remains limited, especially compared to regulation of
traditional campaigning tools [18].

Online election campaigning in Kazakhstan. The 2023 parliamentary elections
have become a landmark for the election legislation of Kazakhstan. Amendments
that directly affect online campaigning were introduced in the run-up to elections
in February 2023. Amendments mostly addressed Article 28 of the Law “On
Elections in the Republic of Kazakhstan™ [19]. The new version of the article
defines the general obligations of the online platform owners. In order to ensure
transparency, owners of online platforms must provide the Central Election
Commission of the RK (CEC) with information in advance about the amount of
payment and the terms and conditions for publishing campaign materials on their
platforms. These steps are also accompanied with broader measures to regulate
the activities of online users. In particular, the Law “On Online Platforms and
Online Advertising” was adopted in 2023 [20], as well as amendments to the
Law “On Personal Data and Their Protection” [21].

Thus the legislation formally equates online platforms with traditional media
resources and extends the same legal norms that already existed for traditional
forms of campaigning to the online environment. This allows for a formalization
of the activity of Internet resources and increases transparency on the largest
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online platforms.

At the same time, the changes did not affect the reporting format of candidates
and political parties on income to their election funds and expenditure of funds.
As the precedent of the last two national election campaigns in Kazakhstan,
including the 2022 presidential elections and the 2023 parliamentary elections
demonstrates, candidates are still not required to provide information about the
funds they allocated to online campaigning tools. The report that candidates
and parties must submit to the CEC includes data on spending on the following
forms of campaigning [22]:

e  Public speeches in any registered media;

e Organization and conduct of public election events, such as rallies;

e  Production and (or) distribution of printed, audiovisual and other
campaign materials;

o Payment for the services of legal entities and individuals in organizing
campaign work;

e Transport and travel expenses;

e  Production of printed materials for free distribution, as well as other
visuals specifically made for the election campaign [19].

The required items do not include the cost of online resources. This can
potentially have a negative impact on the transparency of election campaigning.
Moreover, when comparing the case of Kazakhstan to the states mentioned earlier
in this paper, the need to address the activities of third parties that campaign
on behalf of political parties and candidates also requires regulation. Such
measures are even more relevant in the case of local elections, where the level
of and resources for enforcement are limited. Given the fact that Kazakhstan is
extending electoral mandate to local representative and executive institutions,
with the introduction of election of rural and county-level akims, such provisions
would be necessary in order to ensure a transparent campaign on a local level.

Conclusion

In general, despite consistently increasing spending on traditional campaign
materials (TV appearances, print publications and posters) by political parties
and candidates, voters are spending more and more time online, which has started
to attract an ever growing attention of political actors seeking office. Given the
potentially strong effect of online campaigning on voter turnout and election
outcomes, there is a need to anticipate the increase in online activity of candidates
in future elections and regulate online campaigning in order to minimize risks
described in this article.

Taking into account the ongoing development of digital technologies, their
use in election campaigns and the current election legislation in the case of
Kazakhstan, the following measures are recommended for adoption for the
upcoming election campaigns:

- Updating the CEC’s regulations regarding reporting on receipts and
expenditures of electoral campaign funds, where a separate item detailing online
spending is included. This will contribute to improved transparency of electoral
campaigns by presidential candidates, candidates for local executive positions,
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as well as members of the lower house of the Parliament (the Majilis) and local
representative institutions (maslikhats).

- Introduction of amendments to further regulate online campaigning,
in particular targeting voters and declaring materials as electoral campaign
advertisements. For this purpose, it is appropriate to ensure consistency across the
content of the Laws “On Elections in the Republic of Kazakhstan”, “On Online
Platforms and Online Advertising” and “On Personal Data and Their Protection”.

- Ensure regulation of regional online campaigns. It is necessary to provide
the necessary tools to territorial election commissions in order to monitor the
activities of candidates from single-mandate constituencies who will engage in
election campaigns in their regions. This is important because elections at the
local level require an appropriate level of regulation, but this is complicated by
the smaller scale of funding for territorial commissions.

The scope of this article is limited to the financial aspects of regulating online
campaigning. Further research would be necessary to address such issues, as
protection of personal data, effects of targeting and micro-targeting, and matters
of ensuring security of elections systems online. On the other hand, there is a
need to intensify the pace of research, since it is not merely the scope of national
legislation that becomes increasingly outdated. With the advent and further rapid
development of digital technologies, academic study of its effect on such political
processes as elections will also become increasingly outdated with time.

THE IDEA OF ALASH AND CENSORSHIP

Abstract. The article examines the censorship policy of the Soviet government,
which strictly prohibited the propaganda of the idea of Alash. Chronicle data
and the creative heritage of Alash figures, as well as archival materials of the
Semipalatinsk Museum of Local Lore and the archive fund of East Kazakhstan
Region (now Abai region) were used as the object of research. Historical data and
narrative data were analyzed on the basis of mutual historical-comparative and
comparative approaches to research, evidence of hypothetical conclusions was
revealed by the method of biographical parallel and content analysis (quantitative,
qualitative). As a result of the study, it was determined that the main cause of
various movements and uprisings, considered colonial policy and the struggle for
independence, is the struggle for the idea, and the definition of the idea of Alash is
given. In addition, methods of underground, secret or disguised ideological work
against the censorship mechanism, which tightly controlled the propaganda work
of the idea of Alash, were revealed.

SCARCITY OF WATER RESOURCES IN CENTRAL ASIA AS A
FACTOR OF ECOLOGICAL MIGRATION

Abstract. In the article, issues and the specificity of the deficit in the
Central Asian region are considered as a factor of environmental migration.
The climate on a global scale is affected by environmental disasters and crises
in many countries of the world. The results of research show that the lack of
fresh water in the near future represents a serious decline for people, which
will lead to serious consequences: the meeting of the post and consideration of
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the questions will be held at the highest level and there is a need to control the
migration of the population from the place, where there is no waste of water,
the emergence of various social cataclysms and conflict situations. Central Asia
is considered one of these treacherous regions, where the lack of water flows.
The lack of water resources can not only attract millions of people, but also
to combat conflicts and destabilize the political situation in the region, which
has geostrategic knowledge. Therefore, the current political analysis of such
problems is carried out, the identification of candidates, the search for solutions
and the prognosis of the future.

The author notes that in the long term in the Central Asian region, the
problem of water scarcity will be aggravated due to high rates of population
growth, in connection with which Interstate contradictions in the water and
energy sector will deepen, and environmental migration will intensify. Water
scarcity in Central Asia will be analyzed as a natural factor causing spontaneous
migration, its consequences will be predicted, and proposals will be made that
will contribute to the implementation of environmental, migration and water
policies at the regional level.

Modern healthcare systems are deemed "advantageous" due to the emergence
of mixed healthcare structures and diverse organizational forms, undergoing
constant reform across the globe. The authors underscore the imperative need
for effectively institutionalizing the healthcare sector. While acknowledging
the inherent imperfections within the various healthcare organizational models
mentioned, the article posits that a judiciously structured healthcare paradigm
uniquely possesses the capacity to augment both the quality and accessibility of
healthcare—a pivotal determinant for the amelioration of overall quality of life
and citizen well-being.

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Introduction

In our fast-paced modern era, the global community is turning its attention
to healthcare with a newfound awareness among nations of the vital role human
rights play in this arena—rights that are both interconnected and indivisible.
Some of these essential human rights hold a key role in shaping our systems, and
one that stands out is the right to health. The constitution of the World Health
Organization (WHO), expressly declares: "The enjoyment of the highest attainable
standard of health is one of the fundamental rights of every human being without
distinction of race, religion, political belief, economic or social condition." [1].

Currently, there are numerous healthcare systems, subject to regulation within
the framework of the socio-economic policies of individual nations. The primary
objective of state healthcare policy is, above all, to increase the life expectancy
of the population, as well as to enhance the quality and accessibility of medical
care, promote positive trends in health, reduce morbidity rates, and advocate for a
healthy lifestyle. To achieve this goal, consistent measures of political, economic,
and social nature are necessary, founded upon legal frameworks governing the
healthcare sector.

It's worth noting that healthcare systems can generally be categorized based
on three criteria: the way medical services are provided, sources of financing, and
the regulatory framework. Healthcare systems, discerned through these criteria
(such as the public healthcare system or private insurance systems) represent
theoretical models that existing systems typically don't fully adhere to. However,
in specific healthcare systems, corresponding characteristics tend to dominate. [In
accordance with the contention put forth by R. Piot, modern healthcare systems
are posited as "advantageous,” given the development of mixed healthcare systems
and various organizational forms in many countries worldwide [2]. This, in our
view, is a valid statement, as each country globally maintains a public healthcare
sector complemented by other forms of medical care provision.

Problem Statement and Research Objectives

Health is a fundamental life need for everyone, a universal value that holds
special significance. Consequently, healthcare assumes a pivotal position as a
top-priority sector in any country's development. The primary objectives within
this domain revolve around the preservation and enhancement of citizens' health,
with the acknowledgment that health holds a distinctive and integral role in
societal well-being. Undoubtedly, effective organization and legal regulation in
the healthcare sector are essential. Only a thoughtfully structured healthcare
model has the potential for advancing the quality and accessibility of healthcare
services, thereby substantiating an eventual enhancement in the overall quality
of life for the population.

Acknowledging that the human right to health is firmly embedded in
foundational international treaties lends an unparalleled significance to this right
within the policy frameworks of nations. This priority is internationally codified,
compelling states to take requisite measures in ensuring, to the maximum extent
possible, the right to health for every individual. Consequently, the conscientious
commitment to the well-being of citizens is underscored as a governmental
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duty, rather than a discretionary prerogative to take action in healthcare policies.
Specifically, the Tallinn Charter of the World Health Organization (WHO)
delineates that “Within the political and institutional framework of each country,
a health system is the ensemble of all public and private organizations, institutions
and resources mandated to improve, maintain or restore health. Health systems
encompass both personal and population services, as well as activities to influence
the policies and actions of other sectors to address the social, environmental and
economic determinants of health.” [3].

Despite researchers' attention to the issue of regulating healthcare systems in
developed countries worldwide, several questions related to effective domestic
legal mechanisms remain inadequately explored. For instance, ongoing work
is needed to investigate the protection of patient rights or the integration of
patient rights into various sector-specific laws, codes of professional ethics for
physicians, and so forth.

This article analyzes the extensive and above all successful experience in
regulating the healthcare sector, a significant domain within the ambit of social
activity in developed countries worldwide. The assessment of its effectiveness is
paramount, as it may serve as a foundational basis for the analysis and evaluation
of national policies in this particular field.

Literature Review

Issues related to public health policy are widely debated among researchers.
Experts believe that coordinated action to achieve population health is necessary
to maintain a strong economy, preserve social stability and ensure national and
global security. All this can only be facilitated by the effective functioning of
the health care system and the provision of medical services. According to M.
Grossman, the healthcare sector constitutes a pivotal resource for the nation's
overall well-being [4].

Experts conducted a thorough analysis of the socially legislated health
insurance system model [5], with a specific focus on its German healthcare system
[6]. It's also worth noting that healthcare systems in various countries undergo
constant reforms, integrating elements from different models.

The quality of health care is influenced by a variety of factors, including socio-
economic, political, historical-cultural and other aspects specific to a particular
country. This is in line with M. Salli's assertion that human rights, including the
right to health, form an integral part of the local cultural system that promotes
"contribution to social progress and the improvement of living standards" [7].

The libertarian-legal concept of human rights, as articulated by V. Nersesyants
[8], also deserves attention. While supporting the idea that states should refrain
from intervening in the health of individuals, proponents of this concept argue
that the state has an obligation to ensure the health of individuals. From their
perspective, the realization of human rights, encompassing the right to health,
depends on the availability of material resources within states [9]. From our
perspective, their assertions bear credence, as evidenced by the healthcare policies
of developed nations worldwide.
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Research Methodology

In this article, the authors used scientific methods of analysis and synthesis,
systemic and historical methods and, mainly, the method of comparative analysis
conducted on the basis of resources for this research. The aforementioned methods
were used to conduct a comprehensive study of the health care systems established
by the world's leading countries, as well as the national policies of several nations
aimed at legal regulation in the field of health care.

The conceptual-theoretical basis of the study includes a number of
interdisciplinary methodological approaches associated with health management
research, in particular the libertarian-legal conceptual framework.

Discussion

Certainly, every nation crafts and refines its distinct health enhancement
program, taking into consideration a complex interplay of political, socio-
economic factors, and the available resources.

The UK, in particular, has a predominantly public health service. As a result
of health reform, a national health service has been established to provide free
medical care to the whole population. The health services provided by health
centers are mainly funded from the national budget. In general, if we take the
data for 2020, the UK has allocated more than 12% of GDP to health care [10].
It should be noted that decentralization is a fundamental characteristic of the
UK healthcare system: England, Northern Ireland, Scotland and Wales have
their own public healthcare systems. They are funded and accountable to their
respective governments and parliaments.

Lack of funding for modern equipment, state-of-the-art medical facilities
with modern technology, waiting lists for hospitalization, and the gap between
primary care, general practice, hospitals and community health services are often
cited as shortcomings of the public healthcare system [11].

It is worth mentioning that in several other countries like Canada, Singapore,
Australia, Norway, and others, the healthcare system is universal and funded by
the state budget.

In Germany, Austria, Belgium, the Netherlands, Israel, Switzerland, and many
Eastern European countries, the predominant model, known as the Bismarck
model, relies on the financial involvement of employers who make mandatory
contributions to health insurance funds.

Germany has a historical legacy in the development of insurance-based
healthcare since 1883. In comparison to other nations, the German healthcare
system is formally classified as a social health insurance system. The primary
objective of the German healthcare system is the preservation and restoration of
health. To achieve this goal, it encompasses a differentiated system of medical
professional groups and institutions that encompasses full outpatient, partially
inpatient, and fully inpatient sectors.

The health security system in Germany comprises several components:

*  Mandatory health insurance, serving as a pivotal financial instrument
within the healthcare system. It assumes a central role in ensuring security and
effective management in the allocation of financial resources, materials, services,
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and medical infrastructure.

*  Private health insurance, with various private insurance companies
offering plans featuring different coverage levels.

*  Nursing care insurance, designed to subsidize both outpatient and
inpatient treatment.

*  Other mandatory social insurance, including pension insurance.

Care and social security services, encompassing medical and material
care for victims of war and violence in accordance with the Crime Victims'
Compensation Act

*  Public health service, engaged in the implementation of general
preventive measures such as school (dental) examinations, routine vaccinations,
and similar initiatives.

Since 2009, health insurance has been mandatory for the entire population,
constituting a crucial element of the German healthcare system. It serves to
protect millions of insured individuals and their dependents from the diverse
risks associated with illnesses. According to the Association of Substitute Health
Insurance Funds, as of 2020, mandatory health insurance covers approximately
73.36 million people, representing approximately 90% of Germany's permanent
population. The provision of mandatory health insurance is overseen by 105
compulsory health insurance companies (as of 2021) [12].

It is a mandatory requirement for all residents in Germany to have health
insurance coverage. To comply with these mandatory requirements, residents can
obtain health insurance from both public health insurance companies and private
health insurance companies by choosing mandatory or voluntary insurance. The
predominant choice, selected by about three-quarters of those who have the option
to choose between the social and private healthcare systems, prefer the social
insurance framework, wherein coverage for dependents is provided at no cost.

Nationwide coordination is handled by the Federal Ministry of Health. In
German states, referred to as "Lander", there are corresponding ministries,
including their bodies, and institutions. Municipal entities operate under the
jurisdiction of local authorities, including councils and committees. It's worth
noting that the medical administration does not exert jurisdiction over insurance
funds and their associations. In addition to unions, medical associations, and the
insurance fund associations themselves, the Ministry of Labor, Science, Health,
and others are involved in overseeing the activities of insurance organizations [13].

According to researchers, the German healthcare system remains relatively
expensive. In 2020, Germany spent 11.7% of its gross domestic product on
healthcare [14]. Per capita spending in 2022 was $8,010 [15]. In comparison,
while per capita healthcare costs are lower overall, most health indicators in the
United Kingdom outperform those in Germany. Researchers attribute this to
more efficient healthcare fund allocation in the United Kingdom [16].

In general, an examination of the evolution of the German healthcare system
indicates that a fundamental transformation in the sector has become imperative
in recent decades. The principal aim of the reform in the national healthcare
system is to increase the efficiency of resource utilization [17].

In our view, the German experience shows that health care in European
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countries is still subject to a conflict between market competition and state
regulation. Meanwhile, Article 153 of the Lisbon Treaty entrusts the European
Union Member States with the task of "improvement in particular of the working
environment to protect workers' health and safety" and "social security and social
protection of workers" [18].

However, it is worth noting that in European countries, certain healthcare
systems incorporate elements from diverse models. For instance, in Germany,
a federal tax subsidy has been integrated into mandatory health insurance as a
component of the national healthcare system. This phenomenon is academically
recognized as the "hybridization" of healthcare systems [19].

In recent decades, there has been a discernible global increase in the
prominence of the market-oriented healthcare model, often exemplified by the
system prevalent in the United States. However, at first glance, the U.S. appears
to lack a unified healthcare system, as various healthcare models coexist in
the country. Nevertheless, in our view, it can be asserted that a market-based
model predominates in the United States. To explain, many people in the U.S.
have voluntary private health insurance, covering about three-quarters of the
population. It's also worth noting that more than a third of all medical services
are paid for through this kind of voluntary insurance [20].

A portion of the expenditures is derived from allocations in the federal budget
and public programs, predominantly directed towards "Medicare" (providing
medical assistance to individuals aged 65 and older) and "Medicaid" (delivering
medical aid to the economically disadvantaged and unemployed). The remaining
funds comprise personal payments from citizens and contributions from various
religious and charitable entities. In aggregate, healthcare expenditures in the
United States constituted 18.3% of the gross domestic product in 2021, as reported
by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) [21].

In 2022, the United States expended $12,555 per capita on healthcare, as per
the assessments by the Peterson Foundation. This figure represents the highest
healthcare expenditure per person among OECD countries [22].

However, it's crucial to mention that these figures differ based on the state.
For example, in 2019, total health spending per person was twice as much in
Washington, DC, as in Utah. As noted by American researchers Emily K.
Johnson Joseph L. Dieleman, these variations across states can be explained
by the underlying demographic and economic characteristics, as well as health
administration and funding mechanisms unique to each state [23].

There are more than 2000 health insurance companies in the country [20, p.
209]. In the United states, free healthcare services are available only to certain
categories of the military personnel. Additionally, subsidized healthcare, funded
through public, federal, or other sources, is provided to specific segments of
the population (such as war veterans, Native Americans, State Department
employees, merchant mariners, and individuals covered by the "Medicare" and
"Medicaid" laws).

The cost and quality of the U.S. healthcare system are major concerns for
American citizens. Discussions about the effectiveness of the healthcare system
and the excessive administrative expenses in the industry are common in this
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country [24].

We're also keen on understanding France's approach to healthcare organization
and legal regulation. Healthcare expenditures in this country, the second most
populous in the EU after Germany (with a population of 67 million), account for
approximately 12% of the GDP. Per capita medical expenses in 2022 amounted to
$6,516 [25]. Traditionally, France consistently ranks among the top five countries
in the World Health Organization, which comprises 194 member states.

The French healthcare system, from our perspective, embodies a hybrid model
characterized by strong state intervention. However, structurally, it is based on
the Bismark approach prioritizing objectives of universality and solidarity. The
insurance system in France covers nearly 100% of the population, including
undocumented migrants under specific conditions.

The direction of healthcare policy and the regulatory oversight of the
healthcare system are distributed among governmental entities, encompassing
the parliament, government, and Ministry of Health, as well as regional and local
authorities. It is of significance to highlight that parliamentary control over the
healthcare system is exercised through the Social Security Financing Law that
establishes total amount of health spending for the forthcoming calendar year [26].

Since 1996, this process has been enshrined in the Constitution, which
positions Parliament as the main actor in the management of the health sector.
This confirms the state's influence on the level of social security spending. It also
shapes health policy priorities through the enactment of public health legislation.

The quality of medical care is regulated at the national level. At the regional
level the Administration of Health and Social Affairs is represented by the
Regional Health Agencies (Agences régionale de santé, ARS), which are not
directly under the supervision of the Ministry of Health, but fall under the
administrative supervision.

These regional health agencies have responsibility for ensuring that healthcare
provision meets the needs of the population [27].

These agencies are responsible for distributing benefits from regional budgets
to various medical institutions. Public hospitals receive annual budget subsidies
from the ARS. Services provided by private hospitals are paid for on the basis
of a "per service" reimbursement system.

The hospital system demonstrated flexibility during the Covid-19 pandemic,
with a rapid increase of intensive care capacity and public-private partnerships
[27].

In summary, it can be said that the organization of health care and health
insurance in France is quite complex.

The reforms adopted to improve cost management have emphasized the
need to share responsibility between the two main actors in the organization
and regulation of health care, the state and the health insurance system. Future
reforms in France are primarily focused on promoting greater coverage and
equitable access to care and prevention, as well as continuing reforms of primary
care and provider payment [27].

It is worth noting that unofficial payments (backdoor payments) are rare in
France and that health care providers who engage in such practices are subject
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to disciplinary sanctions. According to the Eurobarometer survey on corruption,
5% of patients in France apart from official payment had to give an extra payment
or a valuable gift to a nurse or a doctor, or make a donation to the hospital for
services in 2019, which is close to the EU average (5%) [28].

Similar to numerous health systems across Europe, the Covid-19 pandemic
laid bare certain flaws in the French healthcare system while also presenting
chances to enhance its ability to withstand challenges.

In summary, public healthcare systems are marked by health care institutions
funded through taxation and overseen by public entities. Health insurance systems
typically feature a blend of economic support structures, with financing coming
from premiums tied to general wages and a significant role for self-governance
in regulation. In private insurance systems, pension funds are typically privately
owned. Private funding for health services, whether through direct payments or
private insurance, holds particular significance, with the market playing a pivotal
role in regulating the healthcare system.

This study, based on examples from developed countries globally, indicates
that the effectiveness of a healthcare system in the modern world is more
dependent on efficient administration and technology than the sheer amount of
financial resources invested.

Conclusion

An analysis of healthcare trends in leading countries reveals the absence of
a universal model for healthcare systems. Generally, the prevalent approach for
organizing and financing healthcare appears to be the health insurance system.
Nevertheless, it is important to note that the typology of health insurance systems
is notably intricate.

*  The "Substitute" system, seen in countries like Germany, allows citizens
to choose between public and private health insurance.

*  The "Duplicating" system, as observed in the British insurance system,
involves the simultaneous development of compulsory public and private health
insurance, providing citizens the option to use both concurrently.

*  The"Complementary" system is utilized when the state insurance cannot
fully cover all population groups or when the state does not entirely cover the
cost of treatment, as commonly seen in France.

*  Incontrast, there is a system where healthcare is predominantly financed
by the private sector, as seen in the United States.

Each insurance system has its drawbacks. In Germany, under the "substitute"
system, 10% of affluent residents choose private insurance and essentially make
no contribution to the state healthcare system. This undermines the principle of
insurance solidarity.

In summary, health care systems worldwide vary in their organization.
Some are centralized, while others follow a decentralized approach. Financing
methods also differ, with some relying on insurance principles and others on
budget financing. Coverage varies as well, with some systems encompassing
all citizens and others not. Each country's healthcare system is uniquely shaped
by its historical and economic development, national mentality, and the specific
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conditions influencing the formation of legal consciousness within society.

It is crucial to underscore the significance of legal regulation in the healthcare
system, regardless of its underlying model. In many developed countries like the
USA, France, and Germany, national legislation encompasses not only healthcare
laws but also medical or doctors' codes. These codes govern relationships among
medical professionals, patients, their relatives, and the professional interactions
among medical practitioners. They also regulate dealings with the administration
of medical institutions and state authorities. Several countries are actively working
towards enacting separate laws to safeguard patients' rights or incorporating
patients' rights within various sectoral laws. In essence, the legal regulation of
healthcare stands as a foundational task for governments.
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
